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I. FACILITIES, EQUIPMENT & OTHER RESOURCES
Laboratory:  The Laboratory of Tree-Ring Research possesses sufficient laboratory space and facilities in Buildings 45 (Mathematics East) and 58 (West Stadium) on the University of Arizona main campus in Tucson to carry out the proposed work.  All individuals involved in the project currently occupy the laboratory space they will be using during the period of the grant.

Computer: Because of increasing computer processing in the accessions, sample analysis, curation, and data management operations, we have included purchase of a new desk-top computer in the budget for this proposal. The project has access to several Laboratory servers containing programs and capabilities necessary for further data processing and analysis.

Office:  Adequate office space is available in the Laboratory for all faculty, technicians, and students involved in the project.

Other: Collections Storage:  The Laboratory controls sufficient space for the permanent storage of the archaeological wood and charcoal samples submitted for analysis.

Major Equipment: Equipment consists of coring and sawing tools for collecting samples, cutting and sanding machines for preparing samples for study, microscopes for sample analysis, measuring devices for quantifying data, and computers for managing the collections and data, generating reports on the analysis, and preparing manuscripts for publication.

Other Resources:  The Tree-Ring Laboratory main office will provide administrative services for the project in the form of secretarial and accounting assistance as such support is needed.  The University of Arizona will administer the grant through the Office of Sponsored Project Services.
