CLC CORE GROUP MEETING 

MINUTES

6/14/11

Present:

Call To Order:   Katie called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. and read a Thank You letter  

addressed to the Core Group from Sr. J. thanking them for the tremendous and creative work they did in sponsoring the reception after her Jubilee Mass on Pentecost Sunday.

Prayer:
Sr. Jeanette led the group by using the Lection Devina model.  The scripture was for next Sunday: Baptism of the Lord.

Minutes:
Those of 5/10/11 were approved as submitted.

Up-Dates:
Knights of Columbus: Sr. Jeanette reported that a new Honorable Grand Knight in the person of Eric Maugans will take primary leadership of Council 5133 in July.

Primavera: Sr. Jeanette reported that long time volunteers, Rose Almaguer and Nachi Richards have submitted their resignations due to health issues and burn out.  They have served with great dedication since 2002.

Sr. J. is trying to recruit leadership.  A full meal is prepared once a month (4th Wed) for *100 men and served at the Shelter.  Other options/models included: 1) Current model of having 2-3 volunteers do all the preparation and transportation. 2) Invite all the other parish Commissions to take rotational responsibility similar to the model used by Soup & Sacriface.  If this option is successful it was suggested that 1-2 volunteers act as Co-ordinator.  3) If all of these options fail, the last, but least preferred option is for OMOS to continue to provide the food which the Shelter staff would purchase and prepare (*$150-160 per month).

ACTION:  Sr. J. will check to see if there is an age limit for volunteers at the shelter as well as continue to recruit leadership.

St. Vincent de Paul: Sr. J. reported that Charlie Favor continues to remain in a very critical medical condition.  Tony Apadoca, VP, is providing leadership.  The question was raised as to whether or not the ministry would be closed on Saturdays during the summer months.  ACTION:  Sr. J. will verify this.



Haiti Project: going well.



CEL: Moving along.



CFCI: have decided to put a hold on the film seeries for the summer.

Blessed Nuno Society: Rich was asked to submit a witness “piece” for the Pastor’s Up-date or parish bulletin.  ACTION.

                       Women’s Shelter: Laura reported that a permanent location does not appear to be       

possible in the near future but that the committee’s goal is to acquire a permanent l

location in the future.
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There are many issues/details which have to be worked out.  Until then, the group will continue to use the facility at the Assembly of God Church, with Pastor Dave’s support.  In the meantime, a brochure is being developed along with the “Bean” project.

Laura received a copy of the “Addendum” minutes of 5/10/11, which detailed the concerns of the CLC group re the project.

Welcoming meeting in Phoenix: Laura reported that she attended the meeting sponsored by the National Catholic Partnership on Disabilities and got some additional ideas as to how to welcome those with disabilities into the parish and its activities.
ACTION: this is a future project for the CLC to address.

Habitat for Humanity: Katie reported that she has been in contact with Michael McDonald, Exec. Dir.  He has suggested that it would be helpful to have OMOS volunteers link up with them.  ACTION: Sr. J. will try to get the names of those volunteers who have participated in the past and give them to Katie.

Literature Rack: Katie reported that the sub-committee met and discussed possible locations and configuration of the rack.  It was decided that the rack would be that of the CLC and contain information re Catholic Social Teaching as well as those ministries over-seen by the CLC.  ACTION: Katie will continue to refine the draft proposal so that it can be presented to Msgr. Tom when he returns from vacation in August.  ACTION
Re-draft & translation of the CLC Brochure: Katie presented a draft of the brochure as well as a copy of the same information as currently displayed on the parish website.  She asked that each member review them in DETAIL for content and send her any corrections.   Katie and Helen will collaborate on a final draft.  ACTION (Note: Seminarian Jorge is working on a translation.  If he is not able to finish it before he leaves the parish there are others available to do that work.)
