Call to Order:
Katie called the meeting to order at * 5:40 p.m.

Prayer:
Katie led the group in prayer in honor of St. Lucy, whose feast day we celebrate this day.

Minutes:
Those of 11/8/11 were approved as submitted.

Up-Dates:
Thanksgiving Outreach: In Laura’s absence, Sr. Jeanette reported that the food box distribution went well.  Parishioners were very generous in providing food items.

Welcoming: Quiet time at Mass: Katie stated that the Liturgy Committee agreed that the “Call to Silence” seemed to be well received by those attending Mass.



Handicapped accessibility: No action.

(The next three topics were addressed by Sr. Jeanette): 

Women’s Shelter: The shelter opened *12/2/11.  There were *6-7 clients.  Jean Fedigan has completed the staffing schedule for volunteers.  There are some new volunteers this year.  Since the opening, the effort to minister to homeless women appears to be going well and is well received by those needing shelter.

Counseling Ministry: Mary Lebron has advised Sr. J and Msgr. Tom that she will be discontinuing her ministry on May 30, 2012.  She has been a “miracle worker” in the lives of many parishioners who sought assistance.

Primavera: The new group of (3-4) volunteers led by Carl Sylvester is doing very well and go to great efforts to plan menus that are interesting, different and very appealing to the taste.

Detention Ministry: Sr. J. met with the new diocesan direction, Mike Gutierrez for the purpose of establishing a working relationship as well as to plan a new approach for this often “on again, off again” ministry.  Mike was impressed with what OMOS has done in the past, stating, “You are way head of any other parish in the diocese!”  He will submit a written plant with the hope of lifting up the ministry.  (Restorative Justice)

Marana Health Care: Sr. J. also met recently with Mary Carter, Dir. Of Special Projects.  MHC’s goal/mission is to provide primary care for all citizens (and non-citizens) in Pima County.  Sister and Mary will be working together to formulate educational programs (for the parish, school and neighborhood).
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Blessed Nuno Society: Maggie reported that the Christmas toy program to Aqua Prieta failed due to lack of participation by OMOS parishioners.  After a brief discussion, it was agreed that (ACTION): Katie would contact Tim Heinan, Director, to clarify how the CLC can help promote this ministry.  Katie suggested that we review all of the ministries under the CLC to determine which others might need promotion (TIHAN was mentioned).

Consistent Ethic of Life (Plans for 2012): Katie reported that they will participate in the Walk for Life in the Spring, address the immigration issue in Jan. 2012; address handicap accessibility in the Fall.

Co-Workers in the Vineyard: Katie reminded that registration is open and encouraged members to attend.  It was noted that Katie, Laura and Msgr. Tom are presenters on the program.



Pastoral Plan Theme: To Reach Out to the Least....

Literature Rack: Since there appears to be a good deal of confusion re the CLC’s proposal, (ACTION) Katie will re-address the issue with Msgr. Tom in the very near future.  The proposed rack was intended for the sole use of the CLC and its MANY ministries as well as promoting Catholic Social (outreach) Teachings.

“Immersion” experiences: Katie mentioned that Msgr. Tom wanted to promote this approach so that parishioners could get a personal, first-hand view of how the ministries supported by OMOS actually work.  Sr. J stated that he had mentioned this at a recent pastoral staff meeting but no “official” plan had been worked out.
