Call To Order:
Katie called the meeting to order at 5:40 p.m.

Prayer:
Rich led the group in prayer.

Minutes:
Those of 1/11/11 were approved as submitted.

Old Business:
1) Sr. Jeanette’s Parish Council Report:  Katie thanked Sr. J. for her fine work and the very detailed report.  ACTION:  Katie will email a copy to all Core Group members.  Sister noted that, in future, Katie has offered to assist with the writing of the reports for the committees that she attends on an on-going basis (CEL, CFCI, Haiti).

2) Katie reported on the following groups:

      CEL:  that the CEL had met with Bishop Kicanas and some of his staff to begin a dialogue with other pro-life groups in the diocese.  The goal is to get pro-life and social justice enthusiasts talking together hoping to broaden the scope of each group’s thinking.  Bishop Kicanas will offer a list of suggested committee members in the near future.
Circle of Life:  that the last presentation was not well attended.

CFCI:  that, under the leadership of Hank Krzysik, a half day seminar, Solar Forum, took place on this date at OMOS to promote energy saving programs and to showcase what OMOS has accomplished and what the future phases of the plan are.  The attendance was more than expected with * 80 people representing * 20-25 faith communities and small not for profit businesses.

3) Operation Deep Freeze:  Laura reported that the shelter is doing well with * 10-12 guests being welcomed each night.   The staff were expecting additional guests with the very cold weather the past week but the census has remained stable.  It was suggested that Jean Fedigan be contacted and asked to submit an evaluation of the program at the end of the season.  Her report will likely be submitted to the parish bulletin.  ACTION:  Sr. J will contact Jean.
4) “Invisible Children”:  Katie reminded the group that OMOS is hosting the program on 3/16.

5) $100,000 Yard Sale:  The recommendations recently submitted by Jeff Allen were discussed with Msgr. Tom.  Sr. J. reported that Msgr. was not open to the idea most likely because it would be in competition with the White Elephant sale during Fiesta.  ACTION:  After discussion, it was agreed that Jeff contact R.J. Saavedra  (to scope out the possibility) to explain his proposal and to get her response/opinion.  He will report at the next meeting.

New Business:

1) CLC Core members:  Katie announced that Don Kelch resigned due to conflicting meeting times with the K of C.  Sr. J. met with Msgr. to determine who might best fill the vacancy from the parish council.  Msgr. suggested Bob Sicilian.  After discussion, the core group recommended that Maggie Medina be invited by Msgr. Tom.  Rationale for this choice:
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 a) she would bring the Hispanic ministry as well as the Parish Council to the table. 

 b)  she would assist us with becoming more inclusive and understanding of each group.  ACTION:  Sr. J. will discuss this with Msgr. Tom.
2)  Helen DeVries recovery:  Sr. J. reported that Helen is at her home continuing to recuperate; getting P.T 2-3 times a week.  Sr. J. plans to make a personal home visit with her in the near future.

3)  Souourner’s “Covenant for Civility”:  After a brief discussion the group agreed that no further action be taken.  ACTION:  Katie will email the “covenant” to the group.
Continuing Business:

1) New Pastoral Plan and the CLC:  The group was reminded that Msgr. Tom has asked that the large Ministry Fair be held during the same general time frame as the Fiesta.  There was considerable discussion including:

· Each Commission having its own “mini” fair in the placita.

· That the “Fairs” objective is to inform parishioners of the many services  and ministries available to them (for support or for them to volunteer their time).
· That the theme of “Time, Talent, Treasure” be abandoned and instead, the theme of “Stewardship being a way of life” take its place.
ACTION:  Katie and Brenda will work on creating and presenting a proposal with an  “alternative” calendar expanding “T/T/T” throughout the year. The goal is to convince Msgr. Tom that all events do not need to be crammed into October, but instead, spread out over the year.  ACTION:  Sr. J. will obtain the ACA 2011 Timeline from Anne Marie King.  

2) Literature Rack:  Sr. J. reported that Msgr. Tom was very open to creating an “Information Center” in the vestibule of the Church.  Katie had some wonderful ideas about the image of a vestibule.  ACTION:  The group agreed and Katie volunteered to put, yet another proposal together to present to Msgr. 
3) Spring Convocation:  Sr. J. will confer with Helen to see if she can realistically lead the Convocation on 4/2.  Detail planning will be the focus of our next meeting.

4) “Standard” prayer:  This idea was put on hold for further discussion.
