DIRECTIONS FOR G-6 PRESENTATIONS: TECHNOLOGY SETUP

If you are presenting by using your own laptop:  

1. Arrive at least 10 minutes early to get it connected to the system  BEFORE class starts 

2. Test it out prior to class to be sure it displays on the screen

3. Provide Dr H with a copy of your files afterward (for grading)

If you are showing a YouTube video:

1. Arrive at least 10 minutes early and “line up” to get it loaded in the browser and ready to go BEFORE class starts

If you are presenting from your own DVD:

1. Arrive at least 10 minutes early to test the DVD and be sure it displays properly on the system.
